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Homes for Northumberland has developed an education package designed to help organisations who are working in the prevention of homelessness field. The package is intended to help organisations to work proactively with 14, 15 and 16 year olds i.e. the next generation of homeless presentations, to educate them as to the consequences of leaving home at an early age, before they have developed the necessary life skills in order to survive independently.

The No Home No Hope education package consists of a DVD showing 3 real life stories from young people who left home before they were ready, the consequences they have endured since then and an interactive affordability game that gets the children/students to actively question whether they can afford to leave home at an early age. This exercise gets them to ask themselves the question of how much they will need to earn to maintain the lifestyle they presently enjoy in the parental home. 
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 It is hoped that by completing the programme children/students will become aware that leaving home as soon as they are able is not necessarily the answer to all of their problems and that the next generation of homelessness presentations can be reduced in your area.

The No Home No Hope education programme is a powerful educational tool that your organisation can use in order to reduce youth homelessness in the future.
